(@) Damages in the amount of Two Hundred Thousand dollars ($200,000)
pursuant to the provisions of the Family Law Acf, R.S.O. 1990, c. F.3, as
amended;

The Plaintiffs, Barbara Dupont and John Dupont, in their capacity as Executors
for the Estate of Lori Dupont, claims pursuant to the Trustee Act, R.S.0. 1990, c.
T.23 as follows:

(a) Damages in the amount of Five Hundred Thousand dollars ($500,000) for
the nervous shock, mental stress and physical pain and suffering prior to her
death;

The Plaintiff, Christine Dupont claims:

(a) Damages in the amount of One Hundred Fifty Thousand dollars
($150,000) pursuant to the provisions of the Family Law Act, R.S.0. 1990, c.F.3,
as amended;

The Plaintiff, Geraldine Amlin, claims:

(@) Damages in the amount of One Hundred Fifty Thousand dollars
($150,000) pursuant to the provisions of the Family Law Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. R.3,
as amended;

The Plaintiffs further claim:

(a)  Aggravated, exemplary and punitive damages in the amount of One
Million dollars ($1,000,000) as against each defendant with the exception of
Susan Daniel;

(b)  Special damages incurred and estimated to date but not limited to the sum
of Fifty Thousand dollars ($50,000).

(c) Pre-judgment and post-judgment interest in accordance with the Courts of
Justice Act, R.5.0. 1990, c. C.43

(d)  Costs of this action on a substantial indemnity scale; and

(e)  Such further and other relief as this Honourable Court and justice will
allow.
